his monthõs Noisy Offering is going to be for the Eickenroht Kids In Desperate Situations or KIDS fund. 

Eickenroht is an elementary school down the street from Hosanna. This school services a 
largely underserved population. 93% of the students rely on meals from the school and 

are considered high risk students. The KIDS fund is a fund that has been designated to help 
children at the school and their families in different ways. For instance, if a child is not able 
to do their homework because their electricity has been shut off, the KIDS fund will help to 
pay a month of the familyõs electric bill. It identifies children in different needy situations. It 
helps to provide school uniforms for children whose families arenõt able to do so. The kids in 
our community need our help. This monthõs noisy offering is going to a great cause to help 
children who arenõt able to help themselves. 

Other ways to help the children of Eickenroht include volunteering in ways such as reading 
books to classes, helping in the library, serving as a lunch monitor, etc.

Because of the ongoing generosity of the Hosanna family...  
86  families and individuals received food and other forms of assistance from Hosanna.  
110 Seafarer's Christmas gift boxes were packed and delivered.  
48 care packages were sent to our college youth, military and graduating seniors.  
181  scholarships ($250 each) were given to high school students in Ngara, Tanzania.  
34 students in Africa will receive scholarships in March 2012.  
4  blood drives collected 82  units of blood, and at least 246 lives were saved!  
30  Grace Bags were assembled by our youth, all were passed out to the community.  
20  youth attended the 2011 camp season at Lutherhill; 6  attended the Advent Retreat.   
$7,000 total sales of woven WomenCraft products.  
Thanks specifically to John Gabrielson , who hand -crafted 16  crosses for youth going to 
Lutherhill; 20  crosses and doves for school children in Tanzania and 8 large crosses as 
awards for service to Hosanna. (John also donated a box to store the alleluia banner dur-
ing Lent   built several Faith Chests for newly baptized infants). Then thereĀs all the hand-
crafted quilts and hand - knitter prayer shawls, the families provided food and shelter 
during our IHN weeks and the lunches served at Habitat for Humanity (and the hours of 
work building the homes). Also the goats, chickens, mosquito nets and other items pur-
chased through ELCA Good Gifts... The list goes on. Thank you, thank you, thank you, 
thank you, thank you, thank you, thank you, thank you, thank you, thank you.
