These funds will be
forwarded to the Central African Republic to purchase a
motorcycle to help pastors travel large distances between
congregations.

Peru.

® Several hundred books in the "101 Books to Read Before College"
program were donated by assembly participants to help fill the
libraries of New Orleans high schools with advanced reading
programs.

Biblical Sites

Megiddo: Uncovering the Site of the "Final Battle"

From its earliest mention in the historical records of Thutmose Il to
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Revelation 16, Megiddo was a city of importance far beyond its size. It
controlled a commonly used pass (Wadi Ara) on the major trade route --
called Via Maris, the Way of the Philistines and the Great Trunk Road --
between Egypt and Mesopotamia. The modern highway at the foot of
the mound follows the same route. The city also stood along a route
that connected the cities of Phoenicia with Jerusalem and the Jordan
River valley.

A mere 10 miles from Jesus' hometown of Nazareth, the ancient city has
long captivated the imagination of archaeologists, biblical scholars and
military historians. Throughout its long history it was one of the region's
most contested cities. As stated in an introductory film at the visitor
center, Megiddo was built 25 times and destroyed 25 times.

Tel Megiddo excavations.The 15-acre mound rises more than 100 feet
above the Jezreel Valley (also called Valley of Megiddo, Plain of
Esdraelon). At various periods Megiddo was enlarged to include a lower
city northwest of the tel that doubled the area of the city. The steep
slopes of the mound give an indication of the massive fortifications
buried inside. The large round "pit" in the foreground is the entrance to
the city's water access system.

Tel (hill or mound) Megiddo has revealed layer upon layer of human
occupation (at least 26); it was inhabited continuously for more
than 5,000 years, from about 6000 BC to around 500 BC.

In the Early Bronze Period (3200-2200 BC), Megiddo boasted the largest
known temple in Israel-Palestine. Excavation revealed numerous
occupation levels through the Middle Bronze and Late Bronze Periods
(2200-1200 BC). About 1478 BC one of Egypt's great pharaohs, Thutmose
111, waged one of the most daring military campaigns of ancient times, a
battle described in detail in hieroglyphics found on the walls of the
temple of the god Amon at Karnak, Upper Egypt:

"His majesty [Thutmose] prevailed over them [the Canaanites] at the
head of his army. Then they saw his majesty prevailing over them, and
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they fled headlong to Megiddo with faces of fear. They abandoned their
horses and their chariots of gold and silver."

After routing the Canaanite forces, Thutmose conquered Megiddo after
a seven-month siege. His decisive victory enabled him to incorporate
Canaan as a province in his empire.

The archives at el-Amarna, Egypt contain six letters, dating to the 14th
century BC, sent by Biridiya, king of Megiddo, to his overlords, the kings
of Egypt. In them the ruler describes the growing threat to his city at
the hands of Labayu (king of Shechem) and pleads for help:

"To the king, my lord, and my sun-god, say: Thus Biridiya, the faithful
servant of the king. Let the king know that ever since the archers
returned [to Egypt], Labayu has carried on hostilities against me ... and
we are not able to go outside the gate ... and now his face is set to take
Megiddo, but let the king protect the city, lest Labayu seize it."

The Bible lists the king of Megiddo among the Canaanite rulers defeated
by Joshua in his conquest of the Promised Land (Joshua 12:21), but the
tribe of Manasseh, which was given responsibility for the city, could not
take it. It appears that Megiddo was subsequently a Canaanite city with
a Philistine presence. Later, David apparently conquered it for Israel. In
the 10th century BC Solomon used forced labor for building projects in
Hazor, Gezer and Megiddo (I Kings 9:15). The same style multi-
chambered gates are seen in all three sites.

15th century BC city gate. It was incorporated into earlier fortifications
(2200-1550 BC) and consists of two rooms on each side where soldiers

guarded the entrance. Massive doors controlled access.

Despite such defensive measures Egyptian Pharaoh Shishak (ruled c.
945-924 BC) took Megiddo, described in inscriptions at the Temple at
Karnak in Egypt. In the 9th and 8th centuries BC, successive rulers of
the Northern Kingdom of Israel built massive palaces and fortifications
throughout the city. One in particular was a massive water system with
a 98-foot-deep shaft and a 230-foot-long tunnel constructed by King
Ahab, husband of the notorious Phoenician princess, Jezebel. It gave
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the city's residents protected access to fresh water during times of
siege.

spring outside the city walls. Before its construction, Megiddo residents
had to leave the protective city walls to get water.

After Tiglath-pileser Ill, ruler of Assyria, conquered the city about 733
BC it became an administrative center for the Assyrian Empire. With
the fall of the Assyrian Empire, Megiddo came under the control of
Judah. In 609 BC Pharaoh Necho of Egypt crossed through the country on
his way to Carchemish on the Euphrates; he wanted to help the
Assyrians, who at the time were threatened by the Babylonians.
According to the Bible, King Josiah of Judah marched northward to
confront him at Megiddo. Necho killed him. Josiah's servants took his
body in a chariot from Megiddo to Jerusalem and buried him in his tomb
(2 Kings 23:29-30).

The city was destroyed and rebuilt several more times, but it gradually
declined in significance. During the Persian Period (539-332 BC) it was
abandoned.

fieldstones, 25 feet in diameter and 5 feet high. Seven steps led to its
top, where sacrifices were offered to Baal Hadad, the lord of the sky.
Baal ("lord") supposedly controlled thunder and lightning, and his
blessing on the land was considered essential for soil fertility and
successful crops. The remains of many sacrificed animals were found in
the vicinity. The gods of Canaan -- Baal and Asherah -- were a perpetual
snare for the Israelites. The extent to which Israel embraced the
worship of Baal is seen in the dramatic clash between Elijah and the
prophets of Baal on Mount Carmel, not far from Megiddo (1 Kings
18:16-40).

Long after Megiddo was deserted its reputation as the scene of multiple
conflicts lingered. The book of Revelation (16:16) envisions a decisive
battle between the forces of good and evil at a place called
"Armageddon,” derived from Har (mountain) of Megiddo.

In modern times, Megiddo was the place where British General Edmund
Allenby launched his attack against the Ottomon army in 1918.
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Today, visitors to Megiddo National Park see remains dating from
various periods of the city's long history, including:

® Two stable complexes that could hold from 450-480 horses
combined, complete with mangers and stone "hitching posts."

® A Canaanite temple complex with a 25-foot circular altar made
of unhewn stones.

® A below-ground grain silo with twin spiral staircases,one for those
going up, another for going down.

® Canaanite and Israelite gate complexes.

® The aforementioned 9th century BC water system built by Ahab,
where visitors can descend a vertical shaft to a horizontal
tunnel, exactly like the townspeople did thousands of years
earlier.

"Like Sheep Gone Astray"

This essay was prompted by discussions of the book "The Lord Is My
Shepherd" (by Harold S. Kushner) at the Sunday adult education hour.
Several people, including myself, expressed facts about sheep without
references at hand to back our statements. It turns out that some of the
“facts" we rattled off were somewhat inaccurate, or so | learned when |
took it upon myself to do some research.

Someone, | recall, stated that sheep are dumb. That, it seems, is
incorrect.

Contrary to popular opinion sheep are quite intelligent. They rank just
below pigs and on par with cattle in intelligence among farm animals.
Sheep react to situations they are placed in according to instincts
developed over many centuries. Some sheep have even shown problem-
solving abilities. During a study conducted at the Babraham Institute,
Cambridge, England, it was determined that sheep are likely to
experience emotion and are almost certainly capable of conscious
thought. These conclusions are based on the ability of sheep to
remember faces, be it a member of the flock or a human. New studies
have revealed that sheep can remember up to 50 sheep faces as well as
familiar human faces, like their shepherd.
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Sheep are timid, nervous and easily frightened and for the most part
defenseless against predators. They are, after all, on the lower end of
the food chain. Their only means of survival is to flock together in large
numbers and to run away. Sheep have a flight zone, a space they like to
keep between themselves and others. Unlike other animals, sheep have
no sense of direction and no instinct for finding their way home. A
sheep can be totally lost within a few miles of its home and will usually
walk around in endless circles, confused and even panicy.

Sheep also have excellent senses of smell and hearing, and are sensitive
to high frequency noise and are easily scared by loud noises. They see in
color and have excellent peripheral vision (270 to 320 degrees); they
can see behind without turning their heads! That being said, they have
poor depth perception; shadows and dips in the ground can cause sheep
to balk. In general, sheep have a tendency to move into well-lit areas,
and prefer to move uphill when disturbed.

Sheep have a strong instinct to "follow the leader," a characteristic that
saves them from predators like coyotes, dogs, mountain lions and
wolves, as animals who prey on sheep will hone in on those who get
separated from the flock. But this same trait can cause them harm. A
specially selected castrated male sheep, aptly called the "Judas" sheep,
is used to guide unwitting sheep to the killing floor. Unaware of what is
about to happen, sheep blindly "follow the leader" to their deaths.

Shepherding

The keeping of sheep was widespread in the ancient world. Shepherding
was practiced from Mesopotamia to the Roman world. Shepherds led
their sheep to water and pasture, protected them from wild animals,
kept a careful count of them and gave special attention to those
needing help. A shepherd's life could be arduous, requiring long hours
outdoors. At night shepherds stayed with their flocks, gathering them
into sheepfolds and caves.

On the other hand shepherding was often idealized. Apparently
shepherds spent idle time composing poetry and music while watching
sheep. King David's career as a psalmist began while tending sheep.

There are more than 500 references to sheep in the Bible.

In the ancient world the shepherd was a metaphor for a ruler. The
crook held by pharaohs in inscriptions is thought to represent a
shepherd's staff. Hammurabi of Babylon was called "shepherd." In the
Old Testament God is referred to as a shepherd to both Israel and the
faithful believer. The prophets frequently wrote on the theme of an
ideal leader who came as a shepherd and returned the people to faith.
Jesus called himself the good shepherd (John 10:11).

It is worth noting that many biblical heroes were shepherds, among
them the patriarchs Abraham, Jacob, Joseph, Moses, David and the
prophet Amos, who was a shepherd in the area around Tekoa, six miles
south of Bethlehem. In the New Testament, angels announced the birth
of Jesus to shepherds.

The shepherd metaphor is also applied to priests, with Roman Catholic
and Anglican bishops having the shepherd's crook among their insignia.
The implication is that the faithful are the "flock" who need tending.
This is in part inspired by Jesus' injunction to Peter, "Feed my sheep."
The term "pastor," Latin for "shepherd," is now used to denote the
clergy of most Christian denominations.

The Good Shepherd is one of the themes of the Bible, an illustration
that encompasses many ideas, including God's care for his people and
his discipline to correct the wandering sheep. The tendency of humans
to put themselves into danger's way and their inability to guide and
take care of themselves apart from the power and leading of God also is
reinforced with the metaphor of sheep in need of a shepherd.

When Jesus saw the spiritually disoriented, confused, and lost crowds,
He likened them to sheep without a shepherd (Matthew 9:36). The
prophet Isaiah described lost men as those who, like sheep, have gone
astray-each one turning to his own way (lsaiah 53:6). Like lost sheep,
lost people need a rescuer to lead them to the safety of the fold.
